Address changes apply to both Base Plan and Choice 401(k) Plan ac-
counts. Once the change is processed, all statements, correspondence,
and tax documents will be mailed to the address of record.

Terminated, separated, or retired members may also use the form to notify PERSI directly about an
address change or they can make the change in the myPERSI web portal. Please remind your termi-
nated employees to contact PERSI if their mailing addresses should change.
